	 It’s time to start collecting 
pledges for the 28th annual Associated 
Ministries Pierce County Hunger 
Walk. Last year more than 1,000 
walkers and runners navigated the 
5K and 10K routes from Jefferson 
Park through Tacoma’s scenic 
Proctor District. Together, with 
nearly 30 corporate sponsors and 150 
community partners, they raised over 
$211,000 to feed hungry children, 
families, and adults in Pierce County. 

Why do they do it?
People participate in the Hunger 

Walk for many reasons. It is a 
fun event the entire family can 

participate in and feel as if  together 
they are making a difference in 
their community. Recently, we were 
talking to an avid female Hunger 
Walk participant who said she gets 
her entire family to participate in the 
Hunger Walk, including her 10 year 
old daughter. Another participant 
responded when asked if  he would 
like to sign up for the Hunger Walk 
this year, “of  course, we’ve been 
doing the Hunger Walk for over 10 
years, we love the Hunger Walk!”

Most importantly, they walk 
because they know how desperate the 
need is. For millions of  Americans 
and a billion people worldwide, 
hunger and food insecurity are a daily 

reality. With increased gas prices 
and cost of  living, food costs and 
unemployment have increased and 
local food banks have reported that 
the need for food is higher than it 
has ever been. The Emergency Food 
Network has reported that visits to 
local food banks have increased by 
25% over the last year. More than 
140,000 people visit emergency food 
sites in Pierce County each month. 
Of  these, 52% are children and 
seniors, 98% fall below the national 
poverty line, and 43% are families 
with at least one adult working.

How can you help?
The Hunger Walk generates the 

largest contribution to food banks 
in Pierce County, and through the 
Emergency Food Network has been 
able to distribute approximately 
$12 of  food per dollar raised, 
over $1 million annually. Organize 
a team of  family, friends, co-
workers, congregation members 
or neighbors. Set a fundraising 
goal and recruit pledge support. 

•  $1,000 in pledges, you can help 	
        feed a family of  four for a year; 

•  $500 provides 2,500 meals for   	
	   children when school lunches 	
	   are unavailable; 
•  $100 feeds an infant formula for 	
	   two months; 
•  $50 helps feed a family of  four 	
	   for three weeks.
